*CONFESSION OF FAITH: Scots Confession, Chapter 18  
(Note: “Kirk” = “Church” in the Scots Confession) 

 
The notes of the true Kirk, therefore, we believe, confess, and avow to be: 
first, the true preaching of the Word of God, in which God has revealed 
himself to us, as the writings of the prophets and apostles declare; secondly, 
the right administration of the sacraments of Christ Jesus, with which must 
be associated the Word and promise of God to seal and confirm them in our 
hearts; and lastly, ecclesiastical discipline uprightly ministered, as God’s 
Word prescribes, whereby vice is repressed and virtue nourished.
